Deanery Quiet Day

Building and Finance

The Link Priest is Fr Albert Savaille. The Diocese has produced guidance for parish finance groups. Ed Whittaker and Tom Garrud have sent material and information to parish priests on matters such as fire precautions, gift aid, and advice on parish finance.
